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Brief Programme Description: 


This course provides guidelines to assist web site owners at each stage of web site development and the internet marketing process.  The course is designed to provide participants with background information, knowledge and tips to help plan and implement on-line web strategies. 


Aims of the Programme:  


The aim of this course is to enable business owners to articulate their needs and to make informed decisions when working with web developers and other stakeholders in matters �relating to the creation and promotion of their web sites.


Content:


The course will be delivered in three modules.  The first module is designed for people with little or no experience of web development and usage and covers topics such as principles of good web design and writing for the web. The second and third modules will deal with aspects relating to web marketing strategies, search engine marketing and optimization, internet security and payment systems and some of the legal implications involved.
